A.P Studio Art (2-D) Outline

Introduction:

1. Go over the A.P. portfolio requirements.

2. Write a paragraph of the nature of your concentration project.

3. Check off the project list of works that you have done already that will work for the concentration or breadth sections.

4. Have these checked by me and put into a folder.

Projects required:

Here is a list of projects required by me for the breadth section of your portfolio.  They will be assigned and demonstrated throughout the year.  You will be required to complete these along with the work on your concentration projects. There will be 2 each grading period.  They will include:

1. Abstract acrylic painting- cut up and reassembled in a bas-relief. This will use a color scheme. 

2. A self-portrait that shows off your own personality. Use a mirror or a photo if you will be putting it with other subjects. This will be in any media or size.  You can play off the works of other famous artist but not a copy of any one work.

3. Monotype prints with Createx paints on velum.  A series of at least three. Color schemes.

4. A Collagraph of non- objective design using a minimum of three shapes and different textures.

5. A pencil/paint Montage composition that use one color plus black and white.  It must have at least three objects of varying size and shape.

6. A drawing using Craypas in an Impressionistic style that emulates an Impressionist style but not a painting of theirs.  Make it the next painting for that artist.

7. A mixed media Cubist design that uses toned paper and collage like Braque, Picasso and Leger.

8. A shiny still life drawing that uses glass or metal.  Arrange this yourself and us toned paper with black and white charcoal.  Let the majority of the drawing be the toned paper and look for the dark and light areas the most.

Concentration:

The Concentration project is to be completed by using a variety of styles and compositional theory.  The works should be within your own requirements but not using subject matter resources only.  Take your own pictures and work from your own sketches.  

You must complete 12 pieces by the end of the year and these should be a collection of works that look like a body of work with a central theme or idea.  If you get astray, look back at the original paragraph you wrote and/ or revise it.  I would suggest that you keep them smaller or at least vary the sizes to keep up with your timetable. All of these works will be done while working on required projects from me.

Sketchbooks:

You will be required to make and keep a sketchbook that will have certain required drawings.  These will be graded at the end of the grading periods.  Some of these can be used in your portfolio so try to make each one count.  You can also make sketches and preliminary studies for your concentration projects in here.

Slides:

Slides will be done at two intervals.  The first time will be at the semester break where students will bring all work completed so far and we will take them outside in a special area for slides.  Be ready to put up your work when your time comes and we will get them done quickly.  All slides will be kept with your folders for safekeeping.  Lastly the slides for the final semester will start May 1st and will go on for a few days.
