The Red Circle Lesson

Focus: 

Show the students a red ball. Ask them what shape it is. Ask them what color it is. Ask them to think of other things that are round. Write them on the board. What things are round in the sky? Outerspace? What things are round in the ocean? Underground? What things are round in your house? Etc..

Rationale: 

Get students to think about shape recognition. Help them to see that shapes are everywhere, inside, outside, under and in space. 

Objective: 

TLW choose something round. Then the student will glue a red circle on their paper, and complete a picture including the red circle as the object or thing the student chose it to be. The student will use the entire page for their drawing, and be able to talk about what their circle is. The student will use markers for the drawing.

Instructional Input:

Model for students  what my circle will be, and incorporate it into my picture. Then ask students one by one what they would like their circle to be, and write it down. Every student has to pick something different, so keep track. As students remain, have them help each other think of ideas.

Guided practice:

Before students glue their circle, ask them to think about what their circle is and where they think it should go on the paper, and why. Question several students and show the class.

Independent practice:

Have students glue their circle, and begin coloring their picture with markers. Assist as needed.

Closure: 

Ask students to share about their work, tell the class about their circle, and how it fits into their picture. Re-emphasize the  variety and places that we find circles, and how shapes are all around us.

TAKS: 1a,2a,c, 4a

Materials: One red circle for each student, paper, markers, glue.
