Materials needed:

newsprint

pencils

rulers-compasses

tempera paint

small round brushes

graphite sticks

Color Wheel
1. Discuss the color wheel and all of it’s properties.  The primary triad and secondaries producing the tertiaries.  Have them make a chart and mix colors.  Talk about the Chromatic scale and how it has a progression of colors to show the entire spectrum.

Lines types
1. Introduce different types of lines: straight lines, bent lines, wavy lines interrupted lines con-centric lines.

2. After demonstration of these types have them fold a paper into 6 squares and give a small example of these line qualities showing a repetition of the lines to produce a series of shapes that go from one side of the square to the other. 

3.Stress a variation of spacing between each set of lines.

Create Design
1.on a 9" by 12" newsprint paper begin a series of lines using one or more of the line techniques.  Fill the entire page andtry to keep an area of emphasis and have at least 12 shapes in the design.

2. Using graphite transfer ther image to a stiff board or painting surface.

Plan Color Areas
1. Use yellow as a start of the chromatic scale and mark the shapes going away from a central shape that follows the chromatic scale.  An example would be Y, YG, BV, V, RV, R, RO, O, YO, Y.  Plan out ahead how the color will be placed.  Remember that yellow is the lightest color and will capture your attention first.

2. Mark the board with letters to represent the colors to be used so that it will be easy to read.

Paint hard edges
1. Start painting with Tempura, the yellow areas first.  Try to paint each edge as carefully as possible.  Curved edges are on your own , however straight lines a nd edges can use removable tape to aid in the painting of the straight edges.

2. Place the tape on the line and press, Paint along with the tape never into it directly.  Cover the edge completely ,and paint in the whole shape.  Remove when dry and repalce in another area.
