1st Activity

Students will be able to define vocabulary terms related to composition and drawing.

· Smudge shading- a value scale using tools to soften the graphite and make a continual change from dark to light.

· Contour drawing- reveals the edges of an object with a line to create volume and form.

· Outline- shows the outside edge of a shape or form.

· Form- a 3-dimensional shape that has volume.

· Shape- 2-dimensional and flat having no form.

· Composition- is the orderly arrangement of various components with in a format.

· Format- the working surface or outline dimensions that a work of art is created, having a specific length and width.

Elements of Art-

· Line- is a mark on a surface that describes a shape or outline. It can create texture and can be thick and thin.

· Color- refers to specific hues and has 3 properties, Chroma, Intensity and Value.

· Texture- is the surface quality either tactal or visual.

· Shape- 2-dimensional line with no form or thickness.

· Form- 3-dimensional object having volume and thickness.

· Value- the degree of light and dark and the intermediate tones of gray.

· Size- variations of the proportions of objects, lines or shapes.

Principles of Compositional Design

· Center of interest- is an area that first attracts attention in a composition.

· Balance- is a feeling of visual equality in shape, form, value, color, etc.

· Harmony- brings together a composition with similar units.

· Contrast- Offers some change in value creating a visual discord in a composition.

· Directional Movement- is a visual flow through the composition.

· Value Pattern- creates the directional movement with a dark/light design that flows through the composition.

· Rhythm- The harmonious placement of objects or shapes within and outside the compositional format.

These Vocabulary terms and definitions can be given to the students complete on a handout or through lecture and notes, this is merely informational, students will receive visual conformation to these terms later in the lesson.
